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Announcement

The year, the work of which is outlined in the present annual report,
has been one of the most important in the life of the Institute, for
during that time the thirteen story annex to the present building has
been more than half completed.

On January 26, 1925, was begun the work of wrecking the old build-
ings on Front Street from Coenties Slip to Cuyler’s Alley. The actual
work on the foundation was begun April 13, 1925. The spring and
summer saw the foundation work completed and the steel frame work
for the thirteen story structure begin to take shape. On November 5,
1925, the cornerstone to the annex was laid by Rear Admiral William
S. Sims, U.S.N,, at a most impressive service presided over by the
Honorary President, Rt. Rev. William T. Manning, D.D.,, D.CL,
during which addresses were made by Mr. Edmund L. Baylies, the
President; Dr. Archibald R. Mansfield, the Superintendent; Dr. John
H. Finley and Rear Admiral Sims.

Since April, 1925, the Building Committee has been at work securing
subscriptions to enable the work on the annex to be carried on with
the utmost speed. They builded on faith, a knowledge of right and the
certainty that a veritable army of Institute friends would lend their
help, the urgency of the situation and the tremendous demand for the
services of the annex compelling the Board of Managers to begin
operations long before the financing required was assured. Their con-
fidence in the support of those interested in the seamen has not been
misplaced, for the end of 1925 saw over seventeen hundrd contribu-
tions representing $666,000 in pledges and cash toward the grand total
of $2,750,000 required to pay for land and complete the building. These
represented contributions from thirty-two different states and four
foreign countries. Nothing speaks more eloquently of the Institute in
providing for those who roam the seas than a reading of the complete
subscription list and noting the large number of small contributions
tl}alt_ fhave come from young and old, from representatives of all walks
of life.

In the meantime the demands for the services of the Institute have
steadily increased. It is estimated that over three thousand men use
the building each day and the tremendous shortage of housing accom-
modations, long a crying need, has only become more acute as the
months go by.

There is still much work to be done and much money needed before -

the building can be opened. To date, in cdsh and pledges $906,000 has
been received toward the total of $2,750,000.

The friends of the Institute have never failed in the past. It is to
the old friends and the new friends of 1925 that the Institute now
turns for help in completing this great home for those who serve all
landsmen by keeping open the vast trade lanes of the sea.

For Year 1925

HE cighty-first year of service rendered to

seamen by the SEAMEN’S CHURCH INSTITUTE
OF NEW YORK will be memorable for the laying
of the cornerstone and partial erection of the An-
nex which will practically double the capacity of
our present building.

For years it has been impossible to furnish
lodgings to all seamen who applied and were
eligible and had the money to pay the reasonable
rates charged for such accommodations. In re-
cent years men have been constantly turned away,
the number frequently reaching several hundred
disappointed applicants in one day. To double
the number of men lodging at the Institute means
that the influence and service of the Institute in
its religious and social service departments are
correspondingly increased. The opportunity for
Christian ministry in its fullest sense is the end
to which all other activities of the Institute must
contribute. These activities are of course them-
selves a part of such ministry, but beyond and
above them is the nobler purpose to recall the
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sailor to his better self if he need such recall, to
help him solve his many peculiar problems, and
so in sympathy and irrespective of race or creed,
to stir his natural, but generally latent, religious
impulses. To this end a great variety of needs
are met.

The Institute maintains a Dispensary, a Loan
Department and Game and Reading rooms. It
handles the seaman’s money for safe keeping or
transmission to his family; it cares for his mail;
helps him to secure employment; supplies diver-
sion and educational instruction of one sort or
another; takes care of his dunnage; and furnishes
food and lodging at reasonable rates.

Religious Department

The religious work during the past year has
included Sunday services in the Chapel, morning
and evening, and daily Morning Prayers and oc-
casional mid-week and other special services.
Toward the end of the season the experiment of
holding occasional services in the Reading Room
was successfully tried. Well attended Bible
classes have been conducted regularly on Sunday
afternoons.

One of our Chaplains is resident at Marine
Hospital No. 21 and there represents our Super-
intendent who is the official Chaplain recognized
by the United States Government. His work
has also included attendance at other marine hos-
pitals.

The activities of this Department besides the
personal religious work of our Chaplains, includes
Board of Education lectures on current topics,
these lectures concluding with a well handled
Open Forum.
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Social Service

Almost every imaginable kind of human prob-
lem is brought to this Department. A head with
a staff of seven assistants has conducted transac-
tions requiring over twenty-four thousand Log
entries. The administration of the loan fund, re-
lief for sick sailors, getting them into hospitals or
otherwise cared for, solving questions about im-
migration, naturalization, passports, the writing
and receiving of letters, helping collect wages,
getting young sailors out of one sort of trouble
or another and old and superannuated sailors into
institutions such as the Sailors’ Snug Harbor,
preparing affidavits, or just listening to hard-luck
tales although there may be nothing the listener
can do, are all included in the work of this De-
partment.

The House Mother in the Missing Men De-
partment has received thirteen hundred and eighty
letters and has written sixteen hundred. New
cases of lost men to the number of seven hundred
and thirty-six have come to her attention and two
hundred and eighty-two men have been located.
She continues to be of the greatest help by her
interviews with sailors as she moves about the
building.

The Apprentice Room is open every afternoon
and evening throughout the year for the use of
young ships’ apprentices making this Port. Here
a billiard table, facilities for writing, magazines,

books, a piano and Victrola are in continuous
use.

The Seamen’s Benefit Society which supports
this work has given fifty-two Sunday suppers,
dances, teas and various kinds of social occasions.

The Institute thus extends its hospitality to these
embryo ships’ officers.

The Lookout

This monthly publication is our medium of
publicity. Indeed, it is about the only means we
have of making known to our friends the intensely
interesting and varied life that centers at 25§
South Street.

Seamen’s Funds Department

The sailor just ashore and just paid off is pro-
verbially an easy mark for those who wish to
separate him from his money. The Institute is
one of those “‘separators” for it has received from
sailors for safe keeping or for transmission to
their families during the past year a total of
$476,649.46. More than twenty-seven hundred
domestic and foreign money orders and traveler’s

checks have been handled.
Merchant Marine School

During the year, ninety-one students were en-
rolled in the navigation and engineering courses.
A total of ninety-three students, who had attended
our courses, passed their examination for a license.
During the year three hundred and thirty-nine
lectures on First Aid were given, and one hundred
and one students passed examinations in the hand-
ling of life boats.

A new plan for improving the officer and petty
officer personnel on American vessels has been
suggestcd by the Principal of the School. This is
now in operation and includes the organization of
““The Corps of the United States Merchant Mar-
ine Cadets” and such cadets have been receiving
instruction in our School.
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House Department

The present building of thirteen stories con-
tains besides lobby and other public and general
rooms and offices, 430 bed rooms and 406 dormi-
tory beds. The building is always crowded. To
keep the fabric in repair and the building clean
at a reasonable cost is an undertaking in itself.
There have been passed through the laundry dur-
ing the year 1,002,081 pieces of bed and table
linen.

A wash room where a man may wash himself
and wash and dry his clothes all at one time has
been patronized to capacity at the reasonable ren-
tals charged.

Baggage Department

This is of great practical value to the voyaging
sailor. A total of 168,974 pieces of dunnage
were handled during the year.

Employment Bureau

During the year, a total of 7,240 men have been
referred to sea or shore positions, of whom
5,201 were employed.

Engineering Department

This department cares for the upkeep of the
building and includes in its personnel the engi-
neering staff, painters and carpenters. We feel
great satisfaction in the fact that the building
with all its appointments has been kept in con-
dition at what we believe to be an unusually low
cost.
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Restaurant and Purchasing Department

These departments have been reorganized dur-
ing the past year. A total of 413,107 meals have
been served, and the number of sales at the Soda
Fountain was 360,409.

General Stores are maintained for all food and
materials used by the various departments of the
Institute so that economy in purchase and in issue
is assured.

The Barber and Tailor Shops have operated

successfully.

Post Office

The absentee life of the sailor makes the han-
dling of his mail an essential service that is keenly
appreciated by him. During the past year a total
of 201,637 pieces of mail passed through the de-
partment.

Hotel Desk
During the year, 291,685 lodgings were regis-
tered. The Hotel Desk is the heart of the Insti-
tute and when the Seamen's Funds Department
and the Baggage Room are closed the Desk func-
tions for these departments and renders various
other kinds of service.

W ays and Means Department

The visiting sailor pays for his lodging and
food. What he does not pay for is the comfort
of club life in the building and the religious and
social service which it is the principal function of
the Institute to supply. The cost of this service
must be met by voluntary contributions. The
Ways and Means Committee which conducts this
Department must keep its old friends and con-
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tributors and must constantly find new ones.
Thanks to the efforts of this Department and the
generosity of our friends the budget for the year
1925 has been met.

Institute Associations

These are groups of women in various com-
munities organized within the States of New
York, New Jersey and Connecticut, who are in-
terested in welfare work for seamen. These As-
sociations composed of a membership of several
thousand co-operate through a Central Council.
Although only a little more than two years old
this organization has made very substantial prog-
ress in arousing new interest in the Institute and
in securing funds for various objects.

National Work

Our work is only a part of the greater whole
and it is interesting and inspiring to note that
during the year 1925 the Seamen's Church Insti-
tute of America, the national society, has en-
joyed a most unprecedented period of growth
and development. In all of these seventeen sta-
tions new departments of activities have been
opened and additional workers have been added
to the staff. Several new Institute buildings have
been built. Many Institutes have added to their
present buildings .and most Institute buildings
have been thoroughly renovated. Two Institutes
are anticipating new buildings during the coming
year for which the blue prints are now being pre-
pared. Two Institutes have become beneficiaries
of local Community Chests during the year, thus
making eight Institutes in all enjoying this priv-
ilege. We have enlarged our sleeping capacity
by one hundred and forty-seven beds and have
added one School of Navigation, thus making
three such schools under the flag of the Seamen'’s
Church Institute of America.

In closing this report, attention is called to the
statement of the Building Committee which is
printed on the inside cover page. The raising
of funds to pay for the new Annex will occupy
the attention of the Board during the year 1926.
